ENFORCEMENT NOTICE

1. THIS NOTICE is issued by the Council because it appears to them that there has been a breach of planning control, within paragraph (a) of section 171A(1) of the above Act, at land described below.  The Council considers that it is expedient to issue this notice, having regard to the provisions of the development plan and to other material considerations.  The Annex at the end of the notice and the enclosures to which it refers contain important additional information.

2. THE LAND TO WHICH THE NOTICE RELATES:-  

Land at Ashley Road, Middleton, Market Harborough, shown edged red on the attached plan.

3. THE BREACH OF PLANNING CONTROL ALLEGED   

Without planning permission, change the use of the land from a grass paddock used for grazing horses to land for the stationing of caravans.
4. REASON FOR ISSUING THIS NOTICE

i. It appears to the Council that the above breach of planning control has occurred within the last ten years.  
ii. In accordance with the conclusion of the ‘Gypsy and Travellers Accommodation Assessment in Northamptonshire’ dated March 2008, the use of the site for the stationing of caravans is not considered to be justified contrary to Policy 17 of the Adopted North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy 2008.
iii.
The site is outside any established settlement, or area allocated for development in the development plan, within open countryside where development should be strictly controlled. The siting of caravans within a Special Landscape Area would, in the opinion of the Local Planning Authority harm the rural character and appearance of the locality contrary to saved Policy P10 (E) of the Corby Borough Local Plan and Policies 9, 13 & 17 of the Adopted North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy 2008. 

iv.
The site is considered by the Local Planning Authority to be an unsustainable location outside any settlement and without the provision of Local amenities and community services and therefore contrary to Policy 17 of the Adopted North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy 2008.

v.        The site is located within close proximity to the Middleton Sewage Treatment Works.  The residential use would be contrary to the principles of Saved Policy P10 (J) of the Corby Borough Local Plan which seeks to protect development from potential adverse effects of such uses. 

vi.
In the opinion of the Local Planning Authority the site entrance does not provide a satisfactory means of access for residential use in that  no adequate vehicle to vehicle visibility splays exist contrary to the interests of highway safety and Policy 13 of the Adopted North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy.   

5. WHAT YOU ARE REQUIRED TO DO  

a) Stop using the land for the stationing of caravans and remove the caravans from the site.

b) Submit to the Council for approval a plan and scheme for restoration of the land as a paddock.

c) Remove from the land the hard standing and restore the land to a grass paddock in accordance with the approved plan and scheme.

6. TIME FOR COMPLIANCE

(a) 4 weeks from the date this notice takes effect.

(b) 4 weeks from the date this notice takes effect.

(c) 8 weeks from the date this notice takes effect.

7. WHEN THIS NOTICE TAKES EFFECT

This notice takes effect on 25th September 2008, unless an appeal is made against it beforehand.

Failure to comply with an enforcement notice, which has taken effect, can result in prosecution and/or remedial action by the Council.
