Change of use – Land off Ashley Road Middleton

I object to this proposed development for the following reasons:
1.
The site is outside any established settlement, or area allocated for development in the development plan, within open countryside where development should be strictly controlled. I believe that the siting of caravans within this Special Landscape Area would harm the rural character and appearance of the locality contrary to saved Policy P10 (E) of the Corby Borough Local Plan and Policies 9, 13 & 17 of the Adopted North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy 2008. 
2.
The nearest shop is about 3 kilometres away. The nearest primary school is about 1 kilometre away; there is no secondary school within 3 kilometres. There are no medical facilities within 4 kilometres. There is no bus stop within 500 metres of the site. For these reasons I believe the site is an unsustainable location outside any settlement and without the provision of Local amenities and community services and therefore contrary to Policy 17 of the Adopted North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy 2008.


Furthermore, the proposed development is likely to encourage more vehicle trips and create further dependence on the private car for travel to and from the site, contrary to the principles of achieving a sustainable pattern of development.

The site is located within close proximity to the Middleton Sewage Treatment Works.  The residential use on the site would be contrary to the principles of Saved Policy P10 (J) of the Corby Borough Local Plan which seeks to protect development from potential adverse effects of such uses.

In the planning application submitted, the site entrance does not provide a satisfactory means of access for residential use in that no adequate vehicle to vehicle visibility splays exist contrary to the interests of highway safety and Policy 13 of the Adopted North Northamptonshire Core Spatial Strategy. The existing access cannot be modified to provide the recommended splay as hedgerows to the south are on land not owned by the applicant. Removal of hedgerows would in any event have a detrimental impact on the character of the area. The access is gated close to the highway edge which could create an obstruction of the highway, particularly by towed caravans. The site is located on a road subject to the national speed limit of 60 mph, where no footways exist and where the road is unlit. I feel these conditions would be a source of danger and inconvenience to the occupiers of the proposed development and to other road users to the detriment of highway safety.
